Metal Halide Lamp With Enhanced Service Life

Wetzlar, Germany. Leica Microsystems has just launched another innovation—an alignment-free, external fluorescence light source tailored to all Leica microscopes. With a service life of up to 3,000 hours, the Leica EL6000 lasts nearly ten times as long as a conventional mercury lamp, providing a long-term reduction of operating costs.

Unlike conventional fluorescence light sources, the Leica EL6000 is linked to the microscope via an optical fiber coupler. The microscope, stage and specimen are not heated as a result, avoiding the adverse effects of excess warmth on living specimens. The reduced weight is also advantageous for the focal drive of stereomicroscopes.

An integrated attenuator prevents fluorochrome bleaching and light stress in living cells, offering a choice of five light intensities. The excitation light can be shut off in around 4 ms thanks to the device's ultrafast shutter.

The metal halide lamp is designed for upright and inverted microscopes, as well as stereomicroscopes. Thanks to its optimized internal light flow, the Leica EL6000 is not only cool, but also quieter than other external light sources on the market.
